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	Class Rules and Expectations
(guidelines and grading policy for German)

 

 

1. Do your best; do the right thing and treat others well.

These three “Golden Rules of MAIS will be obeyed in the classroom at all times.  

 

2.
No  gum or candy.

Since it is difficult to learn proper pronunciation with candy in one’s mouth, these items are not allowed in the classroom without teacher permission.
 

3.
Be polite and do not disrupt class.
Courtesy for others and proper classroom conduct will be observed at all times:  You raise your hand for recognition; listen to others without interrupting; don’t sharpen your pencils or leave your seat without permission.  If your behavior is disruptive, it is unacceptable.
 

4.
Use restroom and drink passes sparingly and without interruption.
Students should use the restroom and get drinks only if there is an urgent need to do so.

If you must excuse yourself from class for these purposes, please do not interrupt class;

just fill out your agenda, sign out with the teacher, and return promptly without disruption.

 

5.  Participate in class.
Everyone is expected to participate in class.  This includes:

listening attentively when others speak and responding appropriately to oral exercises.

 

6.
Quizzes, tests, homework, and participation determine grades.

Grades will be determined by tests/quiz scores, homework, and class effort/participation.
 

7.
Extra credit is available.
Extra effort/participation points may be earned. See teacher for pre-approval of extra credit.  (i.e. show and tell, penpal letters, current events, etc.).
 

8.
Arrive on time and ready to work.
Textbooks (covered), notebooks, and pencils should be brought to class everyday.  Homework should be out on your desk when the bell rings.
 

9.
You are responsible for completing missed work, if you’re absent.
You must complete any missed assignments or examinations within one cycle of your return.
 

10.  School rules (in  your agenda/handbook) apply in the classroom.
All rules outlined in the student handbook (agenda) will be observed and obeyed.  Violation of classroom and school rules result in: parental contact, detention, disciplinary referral (to the office), punitive assignments, lowering of class effort grade, or any combination of the above.
 

11.
Cheating will result in a zero for the assignment.
The use of computer resources (i.e. translation services) is discouraged.  If a student uses an outside resource, it must be properly cited.  Use of another’s work and/or ideas without proper referencing is considered plagiarism and cheating.
 

12.
Respect other people and other people’s property.
Above all, I expect and demand that everyone in the room behave in a responsible and courteous manner.  We will show the utmost respect for the property of others and the school.  If everyone can remember the act of common decency, we would have no need for any further rules.
